What assignments will you do in this class?
You will complete a variety of different types of assignments for this class. They are described below.

Course introduction assignments

You will have five introductory assignments to complete. | will ask you to upload a profile picture that represents you in
some way, introduce yourself to your peers in a discussion thread, complete two Kahoot quizzes (more on those below),
and take a quiz about the course introduction module on Canvas.

The course introduction assignments are due by August 18. They are eligible for the two-day grace period but cannot be
submitted during the makeup week.

The profile photo, introduction discussion, and course introduction module quiz are worth three percent of your overall
grade. The Kahoot quizzes will be included in the scoring for the other Kahoot quizzes you will complete this semester.

Quizzes
You will complete three different types of quizzes for each module.

Kahoot quizzes

Kahoot! is a game-based learning website and Kahoot quizzes are simple online quizzes that | use to assess your
knowledge at the beginning and end of each module. They are intended to help you “warm up” for the module and
introduce some of the ideas that we will explore and to “wrap-up” by highlighting some of the key ideas from the
module. | also use them to get a sense of “where you’re at” with the course materials. Each will be about 5 questions
and you should be able to complete each one within three minutes. They are timed and you will usually have 30 seconds
to respond to each question.

The Kahoot quiz questions are very simple and are only graded based on completion. If you complete the Kahoot quiz,
you will get full credit for it. Some of the quizzes will have correct and incorrect answers but many will also include polls
or opinion questions that | use to learn more about what you think and/or how you feel.

Two Kahoot quizzes will be due for each module. The warm-up quizzes will be due on the first day of each module and
the wrap-up quizzes will be due on the last day. They are eligible for the two-day grace period but cannot be submitted
during the makeup weeks. You can skip four Kahoot quizzes without penalty.

The Kahoot quizzes are worth 10 percent of your overall course grade.

Video quizzes

Video quizzes will be integrated into some of the lecture videos that | post. If there is a video quiz for a lecture video, it
will be available as soon as the video is published so you can complete it as you watch the video for the first time. The
video quizzes will be multiple choice and the question will appear on your screen as you watch the video.

The video quizzes can be retaken as many times as you’d like. Retaking them will require you to rewatch the video
though.

The video quizzes will be due at the end of each module. They are eligible for the two-day grace period and can also be
submitted during the makeup weeks.

The video quizzes are worth five percent of your overall course grade.

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Module quizzes

The module quizzes are traditional Canvas quizzes, and you will complete one for each module. They will primarily focus
on the assigned sources, which includes the readings, podcasts, and videos, but | will sometimes use them for other
types of module content. They generally contain between 5 and 10 questions and will be timed, giving you four minutes
per question. They cannot be retaken.

The module quizzes will be due at the end of each module. They are eligible for the two-day grace period and can also
be submitted during the makeup weeks.

The module quizzes are worth 20 percent of your overall grade.

Activities
You will complete at least ten activities this semester. There is an activity associated with most of the course modules
and each one will require you to critically think about and/or apply what you learned in that module.

The activities are spread out across the semester and are listed in the assignments table below as well as in the schedule
at the end of the syllabus. There are twelve total activities provided in the course modules, six in the first half of the
semester and six in the second half. For each half of the semester, your lowest activity grade will be dropped. This
means that you can either skip one activity for each half of the semester (and have the “0” grade dropped) or you can
complete all six activities and the one that you lost the most points on will be dropped. One score will be dropped no
matter what, even if you received full credit on all six activities. The activities are eligible for the two-day grace period
and can also be submitted during the makeup weeks.

Each activity is worth three percent of your overall grade. You will only receive credit for ten of them, which means that
the activities are worth 30 percent of your overall grade.

Photo Project

The photo project will require you to take eight photographs of San José (or the city nearest where you live). Each
photograph you take will focus on a different aspect of urban life as you learned about in this class. You will describe and
analyze each photo you submit and connect it to the course materials.

You will submit eight photos in total, but the project is divided into two parts. You will submit four photos for the first
half of the semester and four photos for the second half. Each photo will need to correspond to a source from one of the
modules and each source must come from a different module. There are seven modules for each half of the semester,
and you will choose any four to base your photos on for each half. The photo project submissions are eligible for the
two-day grace period and can also be submitted during the makeup weeks.

Each photo project submission is worth eight percent of your overall, making each individual photograph (and required
analysis) worth two percent of your overall grade. In total, the photo project is worth 16 percent of your overall grade.

Neighborhood Reflection

For the neighborhood reflection assignment, you’ll create a Padlet (a digital bulletin board) and post reflections based
on the module materials throughout the semester. The reflections will require you to apply what you learned about in
the modules to your neighborhood and to think critically about the space in which you live. I'll post prompts for each
module that you will reflect on, and I'll expect you to post reflections for 10 of the 14 course modules.

You'll complete two assignments for the neighborhood reflection. For the first assignment, a check-in that’s due on
October 6, I'll expect to see that you've created your Padlet and posted at least four reflections. For the second
assignment, which is due on December 15, you will need to have completed all ten reflections. The neighborhood
reflection check-in is eligible for the two-day grace period and can also be submitted during the makeup week. The final
submission is not eligible for either late policy as it is due on the last day of finals.
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The check-in assignment is worth three percent of your overall grade while the final submission is worth is worth 13
percent. That means that the neighborhood reflection assignment is worth 16 percent of your overall grade.

How will you be graded?

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The due dates listed above, and the late work policies described below are designed to help you manage your time and
earn your desired grade in the class. | try to use them as guidelines to help you be successful, rather than strict rules
used as a basis for punishment. I’'m happy to extend flexibility where it’s needed, and | understand if you need a bit of
additional time to complete your work. If you experience any type of hardship or you’re struggling in a way that
prevents you from submitting your work within the time frames described below, please reach out to me. We don’t
have to talk about specific details, and | just need to know what type of support you need.

Late work

All assignments, except for the neighborhood reflection final submission, can be submitted up to two days late without
any penalty applied. | refer to this as a “grace period” and it’s available to everyone in the class automatically. You do
not have to contact me to ask for permission or notify me that you plan to take advantage of it. You can just submit the
eligible assignments up to two days late and | will not apply any late penalty to them.

Most assignments, except for the course introduction assignments, Kahoot quizzes, and the neighborhood reflection
final submission, can be submitted late during the “makeup” weeks. There won’t be any new coursework assigned
during those weeks which means that you will only need to focus on making up late work or, if you don’t have any, that
means you can focus on something other than this class. Any work submitted during the makeup week will be subject to
a 15 percent late penalty. Only work that was not submitted previously can be submitted during the makeup weeks. This
means that you cannot resubmit work that you lost credit on before.

There are two makeup weeks. The first is from October 9 through 13 and any eligible coursework from modules one
through five can be submitted then. The second makeup week is from December 4 through 8 and eligible coursework
from modules six through nine can be submitted then. Assignments from modules one through five will not be eligible
for submission during the second makeup week.

Makeup work will only be eligible for submission during the makeup weeks. For example, if you miss the uneven
development activity, which is due on September 22 (or September 24 if you include the grace period), the earliest you
will be able to submit it is October 9. This means that if you miss any assignments, you’re best off putting them aside
until the makeup week. It’s better to stay focused on the current coursework so you don’t get further behind.

Incompletes

Incomplete grades are only intended to be assigned when a student has completed most of the coursework (about 75
percent) but faces some hardship that prevents them from completing the rest. If you want to take an incomplete in the
course, please reach out to me as soon as possible to discuss it. | will ask you to share what’s going on, but | will not
request specific details or ask you to “prove” your hardship.
