K. Descriptions of Assignments/Exams

1. Exams: Exams will include a combination of essay, multiple choice, fill-in and short answer questions and will be based on the reading assignments and course material.

2. Term Paper: Please see me for suggested topics. The term paper should be typed, double-spaced, 15 to 20 pages in length, and include at least 15 primary references.  (Please ask me if you do not know what primary references are).  Students should use the format of the American Journal of Architecture.  The paper will be graded on content (50% of the grade) and style, format, and grammar (50% of the grade).  Papers that include any amount of plagiarism will earn a grade of zero, and the student will be reported to the Office of Judicial Affairs for violating the Academic Integrity Policy.  Please see the Academic Integrity Policy in the SJSU catalog for the definition of plagiarism.   Papers will be scanned for plagiarism using “Turnitin.com.”  

3. Design Project: You will be provided with a handout describing the design project and how it will be graded.
