Individual student planning

· Assists all students, individually or in groups, with developing academic, career and personal/social skills, goals and plans. 

· Accurately and appropriately interprets and utilizes student data (i.e. transcripts, CST scores, Individual Education Plan, CELDT scores) 

· Collaborates with parents/guardians and educators to assist students with educational and career planning. 

· Provide guidance for high school planning and the magnet school application process.

Preventative and Responsive Services

· Provides individual and group counseling to students with identified concerns and needs. 

· Consults and collaborates effectively with all stakeholders regarding students with identified concerns and needs. 

· Provides psychosocial/emotional counseling on an as needed basis on a short term basis, to be referred out for further services.

System Support

· Uses available technology resources to enhance the school counseling program. (i.e. education planner, California reality check, californiacolleges.edu) 

· Assist teachers, parent/guardians and other stakeholders in interpreting and understanding student data. 

· Assist with all levels of coordination for student recognition programs and events.

Accountability

· Monitors student academic performance, behavior and attendance and assists with appropriate interventions. 

· Maintain records consistent with ethical and legal guidelines. 

· Adheres to laws, policies, procedures, and ethical standards of the school counseling profession.
