

The Santa Clara County Office of Education provides administrative, business and technical support; instructional services for educators and administrators; and student programs, which include Special Education, Alternative Schools, Migrant Education, Environmental Education and Head Start.

The Student Services Branch provides countywide education programs for students with disabilities, students who are under court supervision and students who are not attending regular schools.  The Alternative Education Department provides educational programs for students who are under court supervision, or who are not attending regular school for a variety of reasons.  Educational program at all sites emphasizes academic competencies, as well as behavior and attitude change.

In order to further promote academic and life success, Osborne School-located in the Juvenile Hall facility, will be offering several school counseling/social work internship opportunities for fall 2011.  Internship opportunities will be offered to PPSC students, as the focus of the work will be to assist students to better understand and plan for their academic success.  Learning opportunities will include: reviewing student cumulative files, assessing student strengths, interviewing and coaching, academic case planning and goal setting , and case management.  The ultimate goal of this initiative is to assist students to transition into an academic and/or vocational setting-with a feasible academic plan- upon being released from juvenile hall.  Interns will have the opportunity to work with students who face a variety of challenges in the areas of positive academic, social and emotional, family and community functioning.  It is expected that student interns will make a commitment to a one academic year placement.  Supervision by a PPSC Supervisor and training opportunities will be provided.
