Panels 1 y 2:  International Connections on Communication Research in the Americas.  
Proposal for these panels may address themes (topics) related to national or international communication research projects in the Americas already completed or to be completed. The research topic may focus on any of these communication areas: interpersonal, organizational,  media communication (journalism, radio, tv, etc.) o degital communication: Facebook, MySpace, Twiter, Blogs, Podcasts, etc.  Preference will be given to proposals of communication research projects with an international focus.

Proposal for these panels may address themes (topics) related to teaching of communication in the university context in the Americas.  The topics may address pedagogical theories and techniques used in the teaching of communication courses: interpersonal, organizational,  media communication (journalism, radio, tv, etc.) or degital comunicación: Facebook, MySpace, Twiter, Blogs, Podcasts, etc.  Service Learning-Community Engament courses, etc. Preference will be given to communication teaching proposals that may require international collaboration.
