Applicants should have awareness of and sensitivity to the educational goals of a 
multicultural population as might have been gained in cross-cultural study, training, teaching and other 
comparable experience. 

 
Responsibilities / Brief Description of Duties: 

The School of Art and Design at San José State University is searching for part-time Digital Media Art 
faculty members with expertise in any or all of the following subject areas: visualization, interactive 
systems, physical computing, networking, information mapping, virtual communities, and media 
installation.   
The candidate must exhibit knowledge of Digital Media Art practice within historical, socio-cultural, and 
technological perspectives.  Part-time faculty will teach introductory, intermediate, and/or advanced 
Digital Media Art courses within the context of our CADRE/DMA degree program and the school as a 
whole. 
Candidates should be actively engaged as professional practicing artists. 
Candidate must address the needs of a student population of great diversity – in age, cultural background, 
ethnicity, primary language and academic preparation – through course materials, teaching strategies and 
advisement.
