Candidates must address the needs of a student population of great diversity – in 
age, cultural background, ethnicity, primary language and academic preparation – 
through course materials, teaching strategies and advisement. Teach under-
graduate courses in American Studies, such as AmS 1AB (the team-taught 
interdisciplinary General Education sequence in American Civilization), AmS 
159 (Nature in World Cultures), AmS 169 (The American Dream) or AmS 190 
(Senior Seminar).  Hold regular office hours.  Work cooperatively with staff, 
program coordinator, and, if on an interdisciplinary team, faculty team members.  
Participate in course assessment activities.
