– through course materials, teaching strategies and advisement. Teach 
undergraduate courses in Creative Arts, such as CA 100W (Written 
Communication), CA 172 (The Arts in U.S. Society), CA 175 (Seminar in 
Creative Process), or CA 177 (Interdisciplinary Arts for Teaching).  Hold regular 
office hours.  Work cooperatively with staff, program coordinator, and, if on an 
interdisciplinary team, faculty team members.  Participate in course assessment 
activities.
