Responsible Conduct of Research – Suggested Content for NIH and NSF Proposals

San José State University has several options in which students/trainees may obtain training in Responsible Conduct of Research (RCR).  The baseline training may be obtained via two on-line vehicles: (1) San José State University has contracted with CITI (Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative) to provide tutorials for faculty members and their students on the Responsible Conduct of Research on a discipline-based model. with the support of the National Science Foundation.  


San José State University encourages the development of seminars or inclusion of these materials into the various research method courses offered by academic programs.

RCR training is offered within research centers and laboratories and through other department/college courses, seminars, and lectures.  We have found that the use of the on-line modules seed the discussions by discipline to deal with common ethical practices by discipline.  The general areas addressed are data management, ethical use of research subjects, conflict of interest, research misconduct, issues determining authorship, publication and peer review, collaboration, and mentoring.  As these areas are addressed, the training opportunities are meant to involve students in active discussions and readings about practical issues that confront researchers and how to promote ethical and responsible conduct of research.  We seek to introduce concepts and hone our students’ skills in the practice of responsible conduct of research.
