Course Description:


Do you sometimes wonder how you can become a more creative person?  Or do you think you are just one of those people who lack creativity?  Do you feel like sometimes you are just going through the motions yet you want to become more passionate about the things you do, about your choice of major, about your future?  Do you need help finding your way in the college classroom and whatever the future holds? 

Then, this class is for you! 

In this interactive course, students will explore creativity theories, learn how they are each creative individuals and will engage in activities to help foster their creativity.  The class is designed to assist students in recognizing their creative potential, enhancing their abilities, and learning how the university can help assist them in their passions. 

Introduction to MUSE


University-level study is different from what you experienced in high school. The Metropolitan University Scholar’s Experience (MUSE) is designed to help make your transition into college a success by helping you develop the skills and attitude needed for the intellectual engagement and challenge of in-depth university-level study. Discovery, research, critical thinking, written work, attention to the rich cultural diversity of the campus, and active discussion will be key parts of this MUSE course. Enrollment in MUSE courses is limited to a small number of students because these courses are intended to be highly interactive and allow you to easily interact with your professor and fellow students. MUSE courses explore topics and issues from an interdisciplinary focus to show how interesting and important ideas can be viewed from different perspectives.

Learning Objectives and Activities for this Course


This course qualifies as an Area E (Human Understanding and Development) course in your General Education requirements. It is designed to enable you to achieve the following learning outcomes:

1. To recognize the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological influences on personal well being.

2. To recognize the interrelation of the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological factors on their development across the lifespan.

3. To use appropriate social skills to enhance learning and develop positive interpersonal relationships with diverse groups and individuals.

4. To recognize themselves as individuals undergoing a particular stage of human development and recognize how their well-being is affected by the university’s academic and social systems, and how they can facilitate their development within the university environment.

5. To understand the learning process and your responsibility and role in it. (MUSE)

6. To know what it means to be a member of a metropolitan university community. (MUSE)

Course Activities


This is a seminar course in human development. At some class meetings, we will do activities to familiarize you with university life. At others we will discuss various readings. The schedule (tentative) lists the various assignments and course components.  

REFLECTION PAPERS: (100 points each - total 300 points)
· All About Me: Creativity, Passion & Intelligence (see appendix A)

· Creativity in the Community (see appendix B)

· Creativity Beyond the Classroom – My Plan (see appendix C)

Each paper is to be at least 500 words long. Completing all of these assignments on time (i.e. handing them in at the beginning of class) is worth 25 points of the total paper grade.

GROUP PROJECTS: (250 points)
· 100 points - Multiple Intelligence Original Game/Activity (see appendix D)

· 150 points - Passion Project (see appendix E)

EXAMINATIONS: (200 points)
Several quizzes and/or comprehensive examinations covering all readings and lectures will be administered during the course to assess student mastery of the materials read, presented throughout the course. 

MUSE EVENTS (75 points)
You will attend three MUSE workshops. Each event is worth 25 points

· For MUSE workshops, you must attend with at least one other person in the class. At the beginning of the following class, each person attending the event will share with the rest of the class what they learned. If an exam is scheduled, the presentation will occur the class period after the exam.

RESPONSIBLE CLASS PARTICIPATION: (100 points)
Being in class, listening and asking questions are all important. Skipping class is the number one reason for failing a class. Points will be awarded for asking good questions, and participating in discussions. Class attendance alone will not be enough to earn these points. Speak up and be heard!

HOMEWORK: (75 points)

Chapter Assignments - Several questions and exercises will be assigned for each chapter.  You must complete all of the assigned exercises to receive points for the chapter. These are due at the beginning of class.
Answers to Questions of the Week (located on the eboard) are due on Tuesdays by 12pm (before class starts).  Message board will post the time you submit your comment.

How to Succeed in This Course & Class Etiquette

· You must come to class prepared. “Prepared” means that you read the assignment for that class (and it was reading to understand, rather than just to finish it), completed the homework before class starts, and written down any questions you had from the assignment. You should be as prepared as you expect your professor to be. 

· Class begins on time. Please be respectful of each other in class. It is rude and disruptive to the entire class if people are coming and going during class time. Please take care of your business prior to the start of class and if you need to leave early or come late, inform me in advance. Independent discussions should not be happening when someone is addressing the class.  

· “Discussions” in this seminar are not “just lazing around and talking” sessions. I expect you to be guided by your readings and any questions I may present before and during discussions. You are thoughtful people and I expect you to use your brains!

· Unlike high school, your teacher should not necessarily be viewed as your “instructor,” but instead as a facilitator and advisor to help you in your learning process. Particularly as a university student, you must take responsibility to learn, through your attitude, time commitment, eagerness to learn, open-mindedness to new ideas, participation in class, and willingness to explore a subject matter beyond the 3 hours per week of in-class work. Learning means not only expanding your knowledge and understanding of a subject matter, but also developing the skills to be able to further explore a subject matter (and related subjects) on your own.

· All homework must be handed in on time to receive full credit.

· Finally, word-processing is required for all homework exercises that require a written response, and ALL papers: 12 point font, with 1” margins. I will not accept hand-written work or emailed homework. For checklist type exercises, copy the page and use black pen. Neatness and legibility count.

APPENDIX A
Reflection Paper

All About Me: Creativity, Passion & Intelligence 

(500 words)

Student Learning Goals: 

· To recognize the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological influences on well-being.

· To recognize the interrelation of the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological factors on their development across the lifespan.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS PAPER is to have you reflect upon and write about how you have become the person you are today. In preparation for this paper it is recommended that you review your entire life and generate a list of meaningful experiences. Consider the following questions and incorporate your thoughts about chapters 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 7 in Csikszentmihalyi’s Creativity: Flow and the Psychology of Discovery and Invention.

ADDING INTEREST TO YOUR PAPER through quotes, summaries of ideas, and paraphrasing is required at least 3 times in this paper. (Use APA or MLA format.) Your paper should be full of synthesis, analysis, fresh insights, interpretations, conclusions, reasons, and examples. Although your thinking is the star of this paper, you must support your thinking with citations from Csikszentmihalyi’s, Creativity. His work should help us understand how you reasoned your argument about connecting to the course material. A minimum of three citations should provide context that helps to share your interpretation of the course content, strengthen your argument, help to avoid plagiarism, and show respect for knowledge.

Discuss your upbringing/family/culture. (Ch 7)

· Briefly describe your family and culture. In what ways have your family and culture been influential?

· What family and/or cultural values/beliefs have helped you grow? What family and/or cultural values may have limited you?

· If you believe that things happen for a reason, then what was the purpose of you belonging to your family?

Talk about your Intelligences from the Multiple Intelligence Theory. (MI Inventory lecture)

· What are your intelligence strengths and why? What do you attribute to having those strengths develop so strongly?  Are you willing to follow your strengths?

· What are those qualities and areas in which you are competent, confident, and successful?

· What are those areas where you struggle—perhaps old habits or unresolved issues that hold you back, and/or underdeveloped skills?

· How can your MI strengths and other personal qualities be utilized as resources for learning, choosing a career, enhancing relationships, increasing happiness, and making meaning in your life?

· What intelligence areas are less utilized than others that you would like to develop? How do you plan to do this?

· In what ways have your upbringing or life experiences contributed to your MI strengths or MI areas you might not have fully explored or enhanced?

Talk about CREATIVITY in YOUR life (Chapters 1, 2, 4 , and 5).

· When, where, and with whom do you feel most creative?

· Explain flow in your life. What conditions and activities most likely allow you to experience flow?

· What is the relationship between your MI strengths and your flow experiences?

Talk about how you match up to the 10 Traits of a Creative Personality. (Ch. 3) 

Describe how you are a multitude of characteristics (paradoxes) rather than an individual.

· What two sets of paradoxical traits do you most embody? Why?

· How do you bring balance to your life?

Reflection Paper: Creativity in the Community

(500 words)

Student Learning Goal: 

· To recognize themselves as individuals undergoing a particular stage of human development and recognize how their well-being is affected by the university’s academic and social systems, and how they can facilitate their development within the university environment.

· To use appropriate social skills to enhance learning and develop positive interpersonal relationships with groups and individuals from diverse backgrounds.

· To know what it means to be a member of a metropolitan university community.

San Jose State University has the resources for every student to maximize the use of his/her Multiple Intelligence strengths and to further cultivate his/her Multiple Intelligences that are less utilized. The Creating a Meaningful Life course has been designed to assist students in seeing the university as a learning center, a student resource, and support mechanism. Specific class activities, exercises, and homework assignments are used to meet this goal. 

THE PURPOSE OF THIS ASSIGNMENT is to have you experience, and reflect upon, the resources you have at San Jose State University. You will be required to attend one on-campus events.   


On-Campus Events/Programs: 

Reflection of the Events: What to write about in your reflection (at least 500 words):

When reflecting on your events individually, you must include each of the NINE discussion items listed below. If you do not address an item listed below, you will have points deducted from your paper. If you do not initially think of an answer, keep reflecting and give yourself more time to remember and feel.

1. The date, time of event, location, and cost of the event. 

2. Briefly describe the event. Include location, date, time, and cost of event 

3. What were your anticipations and prejudgments about the value and nature of the anticipated experience? 

4. What relationship does the event have to creativity and how does it expand your understanding of creativity? 

5. How do events/programs like these impact your leisure pursuits or experiences as a college student? 

6. What did you learn about the culture of that group (artists, writers, sculptors, scientists, activists, club members, performers, etc…) ? 

7. What did you learn about yourself? 

8. How did the experience make you feel? 

9. Would you go again?  Why or why not?

 “Creativity Beyond the Classroom: My Plan”

 (500 words)

Student Learning Goals: 

7. To recognize the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological influences on personal well being.

8. To recognize the interrelation of the physiological, social/cultural, and psychological factors on their development across the lifespan.

9. To recognize themselves as individuals undergoing a particular stage of human development and recognize how their well-being is affected by the university’s academic and social systems, and how they can facilitate their development within the university environment.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS ESSAY
This essay should incorporate learning from the texts (Chapters 9 and 14 in Csikszentmihalyi as well as lectures and will specify clearly stated short-term goals and objectives and long-term goals. Each goal and objective will include action steps and general strategies for proactively living creatively beyond the classroom. Remember…these goals and objectives are a work in progress.  Although you are putting them on paper for the purpose of this assignment, you can always adapt them according to your present situation.  Be aware that your goals reflect your whole being.  In other words, consider various aspects of your life (physical, spiritual, family/relationships, professional, financial, etc.).  The paper will follow the format outlined below: 

ADDING INTEREST TO YOUR PAPER through quotes, summaries of ideas, and paraphrasing is required at least 3 times in this paper. (Use APA or MLA format.) Your paper should be full of synthesis, analysis, fresh insights, interpretations, conclusions, reasons, and examples. Although your thinking is the star of this paper, you must support your thinking with citations from Csikszentmihalyi’s, Creativity. His work should help the reader understand how you reasoned your argument about connecting to the course material. A minimum of three citations should provide context that helps to share your interpretation of the course content, strengthen your argument, help to avoid plagiarism, and show respect for knowledge.

1. Based upon your current beliefs/values write a one to two paragraph summary Life Mission Statement about how you plan to live a creative life. (Handout will be provided in class.)

2. Short Term Goals and Objectives: Write a minimum of one goal and two objectives for each goal that you will endeavor to accomplish during the next 12-month period.  Include a statement of action steps for how you plan to accomplish each goal and objective.

3. Long Term Goals: Write a minimum of one Goal Statement per time increment for the following periods (as appropriate based upon your age): 5 years, 15 years. Include a plan of action steps for how you intend to accomplish each goal. 

4.) Also, don’t forget to thread your Life Motto and long term goals into the final stages of your life.  Your final stages should reflect that you are living according to your Mission Statement, engaging in creativity, embracing aging much as Morrie Schwartz did.

TIPS & NOTES: 

· You should address each goal and objective individually. Each goal statement (and where appropriate objective) must have one or more action statement paragraphs that clearly state how you plan to successfully achieve the desired result. 

· Remember to thread your Mission Statement throughout your paper.  As you discuss the various stages of your life and your goals, demonstrate actions that are congruent with your Life Mission Statement.  In other words, your Mission Statement should serve as a piece of continuity for the paper.

· The successful student will incorporate text and lecture materials into his/her statements.

· While the limit on the length of this final paper is set as a maximum of 500 words for grading purposes, the student is encouraged to make the paper as long as he/she feels is necessary to create a workable plan. The purpose of this plan is for the student to develop an action plan that becomes a mechanism for determining how he/she will create a meaningful and fulfilling life.

· The entire essay must incorporate general or conceptual statements with specific illustrations. Demonstrate how you apply knowledge analytically and synthesize that knowledge into insights. Your life-plan will provide a variety of means for personal feedback and allow you to evaluate progress toward living a creative life.  The focus of this paper is to produce a personalized action plan.

APPENDIX D

Multiple Intelligence - Original Game/Activity

Student Learning Goals: 

10. To use appropriate social skills to enhance learning and develop positive interpersonal relationships with diverse groups and individuals.

11. To understand the learning process and your responsibility and role in it. (MUSE)

The first group project entails working together as a team, inventing a game or activity to play, and leading the class in our playtime.

Your Mission

· How well the presentation depicts aspects of the learning from the readings, lectures, and experiential class activities.

Each group will submit a typed Group Project Outline that includes the following information:
