Follow the instructions in the email and 
log onto http://my.sjsu.edu to check 
your status. Continually monitor your 
“To Do” list. 

Submit official transcripts (2 sets), 
personal statement, resume, reference 

letters, GMAT* score, and TOEFL* score 
(if applicable) directly to the Accounting & 
Finance Department within the College of 

Business (see address below) 
DOCUMENT DEADLINE IS  

FEBRUARY 15th  

Official transcripts will be forwarded to the 
Graduate Programs and Evaluation office.   

Once your file is completed with the 
Graduate Programs & Evaluations office, 
the application will be evaluated.  If you 
meet the initial University standards (GPA, 
degree equivalency, minimum TOEFL 
score) the file will be “referred” to the MSA 
Program Admissions Committee.   

After the February 15th document deadline, 
your application and initial evaluation will 
be matched with your remaining 
documents (GMAT score, resume, 
personal statement, reference letters) and 
be reviewed by the MSA Program 
Admissions Committee. 

MSA Program Admissions Committee will 
determine finalists.  Finalists will be 
contacted and invited on campus for an 
interview.   

Finalists will be interviewed. Once all 
interviews are completed, admissions 
decisions will be made.   

* When taking the GMAT and/or TOEFL exam, 
indicate that you want the score sent to SJSU by 
using the 4687 code.
