Purpose 
Genentech has business goals to improve energy efficiency.  The Genentech South San Francisco campus has created a plan to meet the goal.  HVAC is the largest consumer of energy and has the highest opportunity for efficiency improvement.  Resources are needed to evaluate the HVAC systems energy efficiency.  The evaluation includes air handler set points, identification of where heating and cooling are occurring at the same time, knowing what the work area temperatures are, and understanding where HVAC set points can be changed during non business hours.  A resource is needed to identify energy reduction opportunities from set point changes and evaluate performance after changes are implemented.    
Responsibilities: 

*   Evaluate night and weekend electricity demand rate to identify opportunities to reduce HVAC energy consumption for selected buildings per specifications.  Document finding and review with Energy Manager
*   Study Siemens building automation systems HVAC graphics.  Document the system performance, equipment hours of operation, actual set points and equipment utilization for selected buildings.   Review findings with Energy Manager.
*   Perform engineering heat transfer evaluation for HVAC set point changes.  Create a model that identifies energy and cost reduction opportunities from changing set points.  Determine if there would be potential space temperature variations if set points are changed.  Document recommendations with Energy Manager.  
*   Work with Building Automation Team to implement approved set point changes.  Track HVAC system performance in areas where changes are made to ensure specifications are met.

*   Assist energy project manager and consultants in obtaining data needed for energy project design
*   Assist energy project manager in the execution of energy efficiency projects.  Work may involve assisting the team on nights and weekends.
