III. Grant Proposal 



A. Format in order and with corresponding headings; with page numbers except for Title Page as well as not required for non-embedded Figures and Tables; at least 15 pages of text measured as double-spaced and which excludes ref. listings)




1. Layout

a. Title Page





b. Abstract 





c. Introduction (at least six pages)






i. Significance 






ii. Specific Aims (< 1 page and essentially motivate proposed Tasks)





d. Methods (at least five pages and includes Preliminary and/or Expected Results)






i. Can include your text from Prelim. Results Summary




e. Proposed Tasks (at least 3 pages; each Task a paragraph and include specifics of any computation and experiments, noting allotted time for each Task; summarized at end w/ at least one paragraph of Justification)





f. References (at least 15 research articles and at least 2 review articles)





g. Figure Legends (if applicable and note all can be embedded in above text)





h. Figures and Tables w/ Annotations (note that otherwise all can be embedded in actual text)

a. Figures and Figure Legends and Tables w/ Annotations can be shared





b. If any other ideas or data analysis (includes data provided for analysis) are used you must cite as a private communication, unpublished results, or actual published ref. (including Thesis)






i. Your Tasks are to be your own, but you can include Tasks or portions of Tasks by your project-mates if you note those Tasks or portions of Tasks as such i.e. you can co-ordinate your Proposals (but NOT doing similar proposed projects)



 


B. Grading



1.  Grant Proposal will be treated in its totality as would be for an actual grant Reviewer 



2. Note will be allowed to use a revised version of your Preliminary Results Summary as part of your Methods section.

IV. Grant Proposal Presentations (more details in later presentation)

        A.  Format -- PowerPoint (a PC and LCD projector will be available)



1. Duration:  30 minutes for groups of three and an additional 5 minutes of questions for each person 




a. Exact duration of group presentation will be determined by the number of students in a project



2. Demos: If you plan (or would like) to give a live demo during your presentation, please speak with the instructor(s) first to discuss logistics and to make sure presentations stay within the allotted time

           3. Individual Participation:  Each group member must present an amount of time that equals ~ (allotted time)/(no. group members)
         
4. Audience & Style of Presentations Audience: Presentations should target an imagined audience that does not have the technical background and sophistication of the presenters; imagine presenting to high-level senior managers and VP type individuals

                 




5. Style: Presentations must incorporate a significant amount of the concepts, practices, and techniques of preparing and making presentations that are covered in the course.




6. Division of talk should be around three basic “sections”





a. Background (includes here just a very brief literature review and motivation for your Methods & Results)





b. Methods (includes Prelim. results)





c. Summary (includes elements of a discussion section, including conclusions as well as a future studies component)






i.  Future studies are to include specific proposed Task(s) provided by each individual


B. Grading

i. Effectiveness in transmitting concepts, including answering questions   






ii. How well targets the "imagined" audience





b. Viewgraphs






i. Effectiveness in transmitting concepts





c.  Overall

ii. Degree to which presentations stay within the allotted time 






iii. Account for the difficulty of the grant project
