Now, they must make their way to a hospital in Addis Ababa, where they hope to receive treatment for fistula, a condition caused by obstructed labor during childbirth.

Food Inc.

Director Robert Kenner's Oscar-nominated documentary reveals surprising and often shocking truths abut what we eat, how it’s produced and the food industry's detrimental effects on our health and environment. Kenner spotlights the men and women who are working to reform an industry rife with rising rates of E. coli outbreaks, company monopolies and political ties.  

Lost Boys of Sudan

This award-winning documentary follows two Sudanese refugees throughout their intense journey from their native Africa to the United States. As orphans living in the middle of a brutal civil war, Peter and Santino dealt with dangers like lion attacks and gunfire from militia. But even more daunting are the challenges they face in suburbia after they're chosen to start a new life in America.

Life and Debt

This searing documentary examines how the policies of the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank and other aid organizations have changed the Jamaican economy over the past quarter of a century, leaving the local people to struggle in poverty and work in sweatshops. 

An Inconvenient Truth

Director-producer Davis Guggenheim captures former Vice President Al Gore in the midst of waging a passionate campaign -- not for the White House, but for the environment. Laying out the facts of global warming without getting political, Gore makes a sobering impression in this Oscar-winning doc on the audiences who hear his message, urging them to act "boldly, quickly and wisely" before it's too late to act at all.
