Hadewijch (early 13th century, circa (ca.) flourished (fl.)1220-1260 – Duchy of Brabant – around northern Belgium, southern Netherlands – Dutch, Middle Dutch, Flemish, the first vernacular writer in Netherlands/Belgium – Beguine, women who live without men in communities, but without being nuns (not a formal organization of the Catholic) – combines theology with troubadour songs

Virgen de Guadalupe (1531, Mexico City, née Tenochtitlan – appears to Aztec peasant Juan Diego, asks for a church to be built
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
