Composition 1B    Revision Assignment                             Due: 

Overview: This assignment will give you a chance to revise your diagnostic, demonstrating how much better you can write when you’re not under the pressure of an in-class essay. You can also demonstrate how well you can assess your own writing in the self-evaluation.

Directions:  
1) The goal is to expand and strengthen the essay in any way possible, content, organization, development, and mechanics. The revision should be significant, as the assignment will be judged on the degree of improvement, as well as overall quality. Thus please don’t just correct the small mechanical errors and leave it at that.  
2) Since most in-class essays are short, you should also probably make it longer—at least three full pages but no more than four full pages, typed in MLA format. Not familiar with MLA? See http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/747/01/ for an explanation and sample. It’s also in your handbook.

3) If you want my advice on the draft, feel free to come to my office hour with a draft, or email me a draft (paste it in; don’t attach it). If my office hours don’t work, we can schedule an alternative, mutually convenient time.
4) With the final draft, you should submit the original in-class essay (with my comments attached), along with a short self-evaluation (see below) 

5) Self-Evaluation: Please attach to the front of the essay a brief (1 paragraph) self-evaluation wherein you explain how you improved your essay.  If you were writing for a different audience, tell me about that, too.  Either way, you should identify the audience you were writing for and what assumptions you were making about their level of interest, knowledge, and attitudes about the subject.

6) Don’t forget to submit the final draft to Turnitin.com! I will give you the class code and the password in class. You should submit the paper to Turnitin.com before you turn in the hard copy to me. Papers not submitted will not receive credit. If I have to nag you to submit the paper to Turnitin.com, I will deduct points.
