English 10 Fall 2010 Working Bibliography Assignment
Overview: A working bibliography is a collection of citations for secondary sources that look like they might be useful to your project. Often instructors will ask you to annotate each entry, so show you have read it and determined for certain that it will be useful to your project. For this assignment, though, just list the sources, formatted properly in MLA style like the sample below.

This assignment is intended to give you an incentive to dive right in and start your research.  It also gives you practice using MLA bibliographic format.  Finally, it gives me a chance to assess your progress and help you assess your sources. 

Requirements & restrictions: 

· At least TEN sources related to your research topic.

· At least THREE different KINDS of sources: books; articles from reputable newspapers or journals (not popular magazines); Web sites from reputable organizations, usually those with “edu” or “org” in their URL (not hobbyists or polemicists!); or personal interviews with relevant experts, even the writer of the work you are analyzing, perhaps.

· At least ONE source from a scholarly, peer-reviewed journal.

· You can look at Wikipedia to get your bearings, but you may NOT cite it.

· At least ONE source published within the last 6 months if you are doing a reception study.

· Call it Working Bibliography, not Works Cited, but use MLA format otherwise (see page 354 in your text for a model, pages Chapter 18 as a whole for details of other kinds of sources). Note: The text is slightly out of date in its MLA details. Titles underlined here should be italicized, and you don’t need to give the URLs. I will accept either this form of MLA or the new one, since we are in transition. . .
· Working Bibliography MUST be typed!
