Course Description 

  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This course explores the social, cultural, intellectual, economic, and political aspects of European history from 1648 to 1990. Among the topics it covers are the English Revolution, the French Revolution, the Industrial Revolution, the condition of the working class, the changing lives of women and children, human sexuality, the growth of cities, liberalism, romanticism, nationalism, imperialism, racism, the challenge of socialism, modern totalitarian systems (communism, fascism, and Nazism), and the rise of modern feminism. The readings provide the students with the basic background of the period, familiarize them with different historical methods, and introduce them to important scholarly debates. Students have the opportunity to read several novels as well as the writings of some of the major figures who have shaped modern thought. Analysis of movies and art will enhance students’ enjoyment of visual culture.

Assignments and Grading Policy 
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Each class is an amalgam of a lecture and group discussion. Please read the course assignments on time so that you can participate actively in class discussion. Class participation will count heavily, that is, 10%,  in the final grade. You will also be expected to write two three-to-five page papers (due April 11 and May 9), and take three quizzes (Feb. 14, Feb. 28, and April 23), a midterm examination (March 21), and a final examination (May 21).

 Papers:

First Paper: You have a choice:

1. Using primary sources, analyze how two individuals from different countries defended or criticized the slave trade, colonialism, or imperialism.

2. Using primary sources, analyze the response of two individuals from different colonized countries to Western imperialism.

3. Analyze one document by an imperialist and one document by a victim of imperialism or a resister to imperialism.

Second Paper: Analyze the Italian novel Survival at Auschwitz and the Czech movie

Divided We Fall. The book takes place at a concentration camp in Poland, while the movie sheds light on the plight of Jews hiding in Czechoslovakia. What do the two works teach you about individual identity in two different contexts? Compare and contrast the victims and oppressors in each work.

Tests:
You will be expected to take three simple quizzes on the required books by Voltaire, Mary Shelley, and Primo Levi. The tests are multiple choice and short answers. The midterm and final examinations consist of short-answer identifications and essays.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1There will be no make-up quizzes or examinations without a medical excuse. YOU MUST HAVE A LEGITIMATE NOTE.
Grading Policy
To do well on the paper and essay questions on the quizzes and exams, you will have to display good writing skills. You must begin with an introductory paragraph, which sets forth a central argument. This argument should reflect your insights into the material. The rest of the paper or essay should include specific facts and references to the texts in order to support your case. Finally, you must end with a conclusion, which summarizes the argument and adds, hopefully, something provocative. Excellent grammar, perfect spelling, and clarity of writing style are essential for success. In reading your papers, I will pay special attention to your ability to put your subject into the historical context.
