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Pre-test
Instructions: Please attach this sheet to the top of your pre-test when you turn it in.  Please be sure also to return the primary sources. This pre-test is a little different from ones you have had in the past.  I am not only interested in seeing your writing in response to a prompt and primary sources, I also want to know why you wrote what you did and what your writing strategies are.  Therefore, I want you to write three pages, double-space, Times New Roman, font 12 to the prompt below.  I want you also to write a one-page, single-spaced, Times New Roman font 12 paper in which you explain your strategies each step of the way.  Below is the writing prompt and below that is the strategy paper directions.  You should learn very quickly that when I say three pages double-spaced, I mean a full three pages.  Any work you do that is less than the assigned page amount will be deducted.  That also goes with margins, which should be no more than one-inch around (unless I say otherwise) and for fonts, which must be in Times New Roman 12.

Writing Prompt

In the 19th century, Germany was regarded as one of the great centers of academic learning, setting the standards for highly-educated people all over the world.  Many countries, including the United States, aspired to German university and cultural standards up until WWI.  However, in WWI, Germany was the enemy of the United States.  Look at Advertisement 3 and 4 from the packet (the first two pages) and answer the following question.  Given these two propaganda posters, how were propagandists in the United States government shaping American attitudes so that the citizens would support the war effort by buying liberty bonds?  Cite the sources with parenthetical citations, such as (Source 3) and (Source 4).  For your information, Liberty Bonds were temporary loans Americans could make to their government to support the war effort.  After the war, the government would pay back the loans with interest, usually low interest over a longer period of time.  

Strategy Paper

Divide the paper task into three parts.  The first part is your reading and preparation of ideas for the writing.  The second part is the writing of the draft of the paper.  The third part is what you do after you have written a draft of the paper.  In your single-spaced page describing your strategies, type an underlined subheading to the left and follow with your explanation of your strategy, such as this.
