· Meet the professional standards and expectations for academic integrity

3. Graduate Students (Master’s or Doctorate) must

· Have completed 25% of all nursing curriculum

· Have a cumulative GPA of 3.5

· Meet the professional standards and expectations for academic integrity

4. Nurse Leader Candidates must

· Legally recognized to practice nursing in his/her country

· Have a minimum of baccalaureate degree or equivalent in any field

· Demonstrate achievement in nursing
