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CLINICAL SUPERVISION OBJECTIVES

The clinical supervision group is a training education group which meets for one hour at the end of the practicum day. The following objectives are met through the clinical supervision group:

1. provides an opportunity for reflection on practice and critical thinking

2. provides a safe environment for self and peer evaluation

3. increases use of therapeutic communication techniques

4. increases assertive communication

5. provides an opportunity for experience in a group

6. provides for an exchange of information with peers and faculty

7. provides a measure of accountability of faculty to students, student to agencies, and student to clients

8. provides a learning experience outside of classroom and clinical experience

9. provides support to members through group process

10. increases understanding of the nurse’s roles in psychiatric nursing: education, consultation, liaison, change agent, collaborator, advocacy, researcher; and 

11. reinforces theory and practice.
