Title Page.  Give your project a title and put this on your Title Page.

Introduction and Description of Community Project.  Providing a brief background, describe the need, problem, or social issue.  Include a distinct sentence that identifies clearly the need, problem, or issue you will address in your project.  This means that you will have a sentence that begins, “This community project addressed.…”  Also, identify the specific group or community who you will address via your project.  Provide a brief description and background of this population.

Model or Theory.   Identify the model or theory that served as the basis for your community project.  For example, explain how your project is based on a needs assessment, on community or grassroots organizing strategy, social work theory (e.g. empowerment, locality development), stakeholder investment, management theory, or others.


Recommended no more than 1 page

Method and Procedures of Implementation.  State and describe the methods, steps, and procedures, you used to implement your project.  


Recommended 1 to 2 pages

5)
Project Results and Outcomes.  Explain what specific goal(s) were accomplished through your community project and how the population benefited.  Also reflect on how the actual implementation matched the proposed project in terms of timeline, resources, and budget.

Discussion and Recommendations.  Discuss how your community project contributed to the population served and to the social work profession in general.  Discuss also what major recommendations you would make in regard to the agency and its programs, to the method of your community project, and to the improvement of our understanding of diversity consistent with the School’s transcultural mission.

References.  Include your minimum 3 references to support your proposal (i.e., references to support the facts presented about your identified population.  These references may be the same ones cited in your proposal.

Appendix.  Attach relevant documentation or materials pertaining to your project and intervention (e.g., pamphlets, journal, poster, brochure, guide, resource list etc.)
