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Background

Following notice from the WASC commission regarding extension of the Educational Effectiveness Review and their concerns with respect to Assessment, a plan was constructed that would move all departments forward from their current position with respect to assessment of student learning outcomes for each degree program.  The timeline programs are working under results in a full cycle of assessment, review/reflection, and action on most (and in many cases all) student learning outcomes by Spring 2007:

· Spring 05: All programs identify at least one outcome they can collect data on in Fall 05.

· Fall 05: Collect data on at least one outcome; identify a full set of outcomes and a timeline for data collection; update student learning outcome information on university website.

· Spring 06: Collect data on additional outcomes; discuss analysis of Fall 05 data and plan changes as needed.

· Fall 06: Collect data on additional outcomes; discuss analysis of Spring 06 data and plan changes as needed.

· Spring 07: Collect data on any remaining outcomes; discuss analysis of Fall 06 data and plan changes as needed.

This document constitutes a status report.  Below are report summaries organized by College.  For detailed reports for each college, check the Assessment web page (WASC data element 7.0).

College of Applied Sciences & Arts
All degree programs have determined at least one Student Learning Outcome (SLO) to be measured during fall 2005, and these SLO=s and any other SLO=s developed by the different degree programs have been sent out to be posted on the UG site.  All degree programs have plans to collect data during or at the end of fall semester 2005 and to finish determining all SLO=s by the end of the fall semester. All programs and departments are either developing or identifying the SLO for the spring semester with the method for data collection.

College of Education
All, but one, degree programs now have learning outcomes defined and posted on the UG site; all but one degree program has collected data for Fall 2005 on at least one student learning outcome and all but one degree program has a plan in place to collect data on all remaining student learning outcomes by Spring 2007.

College of Engineering

Undergraduate Programs:  In June 2005, each of our eight ABET accredited engineering programs (Chemical, Materials, Civil, Computer, Electrical, Industrial and Systems, Mechanical, and Aerospace) completed a comprehensive report on its assessment and enhancement process as part of the ABET accreditation evaluation requirements.   The reports include each program=s program educational objectives, learning outcomes, assessment process, assessment results analysis, and improvement and enhancement activities over the late six years.

Technology program has been collecting assessment data since Fall 03 and will evaluate the results in Spring 05. 

Aviation program is collecting data this Fall 05 mostly base on students= senior projects and will evaluate the results in Spring 05. 

General Engineering is in the middle of transition from having three concentrations to a single interdisciplinary program.   All three concentrations have been recently discontinued. Current General Engineering upper division students are all reminding students in these three concentrations.  The interdisciplinary program will be formalized and announced in Fall 06.   The program=s learning outcomes and assessment process will be developed along with the program in Fall 2005 and Spring 2006.

Graduate Programs:  In each graduate engineering program, a champion or a committee is assigned to oversee the assessment. All the graduate engineering degree programs have the Programs Outcomes defined and are published on the UG Studies website. All the degree programs collected data this semester on at least three (3) Program Outcomes. Most of the programs have at least two required courses and/or the thesis/project assessed. Some of the required courses’ learning objectives were defined this semester and correlated to the Program Outcomes. All the degree program reports consist of six (6) subsections in Section (B).  Most of the Program champions or Program committee did not take any actions yet. In Spring 2006, most of them will present their results during their Department retreat. Following the Department retreat, actions and program improvement will be implemented in subsequent semesters (Fall 2006 and/or Spring 2007). All the champions and Program committees indicate in their report that they will continue collecting data on the same Program Outcomes and/or additional outcomes.
College of Humanities and the Arts
At this time all degree programs except the BA in Linguistics Preparation for Teaching have defined learning outcomes. The Department of Foreign Languages first wrote distinctive learning objectives for all its separate courses last spring and then tried to adapt selections from those into Program Learning Outcomes for each major this fall--as a result, all majors are collecting data on SLOs this semester, but a crucial department curriculum meeting in Fall 2006 turned the focus to the University-wide model for revising and defining  SLOs to better represent the true goals of each major.  The Spanish and German majors are now spearheading the effort for transition to that model and the other departments are in the process of following their model, to be completed in the spring.  Current learning outcomes to be posted on the web have been forwarded to Undergraduate Studies.92% of all programs have collected or are collecting data this fall (F 05) on at least one student learning outcome. At this time all but one of the eight schools and departments have some plans in place to collect data on all remaining student learning outcomes by Spring 07, and those draft calendars will serve as models to the other majors still completing those draft calendars in Spring 06.
College of Science
Six of our seven departments are essentially on track for Fall 05 and beyond for all their programs.  All departments have identified at least one SLO that is the subject of data gathering this Fall 2005 semester.  Approximately 85% of our degree programs will have completed their full assessment cycles by Fall 2007 (with some data analysis extending for another semester.

College of Social Sciences
Data collected from departments and programs indicate that 77% have Learning Outcomes defined and 

posted on the Undergraduate Studies website; 92% have either collected or are in the process of collecting

data on at least one LO for Fall 2005; and 46% have plans in place to collect the remaining data by Spring

2007.
