Summary:

At this time all degree programs except the BA in Linguistics Preparation for Teaching have defined learning outcomes. The Department of Foreign Languages first wrote distinctive learning objectives for all its separate courses last spring and then tried to adapt selections from those into Program Learning Outcomes for each major this fall--as a result, all majors are collecting data on SLOs this semester, but a crucial department curriculum meeting in Fall 2006 turned the focus to the University-wide model for revising and defining  SLOs to better represent the true goals of each major.  The Spanish and German majors are now spearheading the effort for transition to that model and the other departments are in the process of following their model, to be completed in the spring.  Current learning outcomes to be posted on the web have been forwarded to Undergraduate Studies.92% of all programs have collected or are collecting data this fall (F 05) on at least one student learning outcome. At this time all but one of the eight schools and departments have some plans in place to collect data on all remaining student learning outcomes by Spring 07, and those draft calendars will serve as models to the other majors still completing those draft calendars in Spring 06.

NOTE:  Prof. Manning, Chair of the Philosophy Department, explains that with the  consent of Dr. Cooper and Director Anagnos, their department has fashioned an approach to assessment in the major emphasizing an annual look at how each student is doing in the 11 SLOs across the board.  The SLOs have been matched in a matrix across all the courses in the major, and a grading matrix has been set up basing all course grades on the percentage of SLOs specific to that particular course and the program learning outcomes of the entire department.  A file is kept on each individual major, and faculty fill in that student’s progress with SLOs as each course is completed.  At an annual faculty retreat the Learning Outcomes Checklist for each student is discussed, and students receive both written and holistic evaluations.

Because of this structure, Prof. Manning explained they will not be addressing specific learning outcomes semester by semester over a two year cycle until all SLOs are completed, as they already are reviewing all SLOs for many students in each annual report.
