	As a result of our discussions in Spring 2007, we embedded questions in the AFAM 2A final exam to measure student achievement.  Fourteen of the 100 objective final exam questions tested students’ comprehension of the role of African Americans and other ethnic minorities in California history, an area of American history with which students are often least acquainted. These questions required that students comprehend reading assignments often not covered in lectures or discussed in class.

	We analyzed and discussed results from the embedded questions and the overall results from the final exam. In 11 of the 14 selected questions, most students (greater than or equal to 70% of students) provided correct responses.

	We collected data mid-semester to assess how AFAM 2A students felt about the content and pace of the course.

	  Per discussions in the Spring 07, the instructors implemented a plan to increase student critical thinking, reading, and writing skills using pop quizzes, extra credit opportunities (e.g., requiring students to attend and report on guest speaker series on and off campus), and open-ended questions on the midterm exam. Feedback on these activities helped students to develop confidence and skills needed to complete the required term paper.

	In addition to the usual support for writing that takes place during office hours, the two instructors provided AFAM 2A students with guidelines for writing a research paper, web sites that provided details on how to prepare a research paper, and  in-class 10 minute tips to help students with their writing and research.
