SUMMARY OF ACTION ITEMS--OCTOBER 5, 2007 RETREAT


· Patricia Evridge Hill will develop Student Learning Outcomes (SLOs) for the History MA program based on the faculty brainstorming session held during the retreat.  She will present these at a Graduate Studies Committee meeting in the spring of 2008 (after the U.S. colonial/early national search has ended). 

· Glen Gendzel will meet with Hill to discuss the suitability of adapting model SLOs he has compiled from various university web sites for the History MA program.  *The meeting took place 11/6/07.

· Patricia Lopes Don will schedule and coordinate a meeting of the curriculum coordinators and instructional faculty for Hist 99, Hist 100W, and Hist 102 (the undergraduate “core” through which the History BA program is assessed).  *The meeting took place on 11/9/07.  The group
· shared curricular ideas,  
· developed plans for future data collection, and 
· coordinated the scope and sequence of each course in order to avoid repetition.

· Don will develop a master binder to guide instructors of Hist 99, Hist 100W, and Hist 102.  *The binder has been prepared, and beginning in the spring of 2008 instructors teaching these courses will receive copies.  The binder contains

· organizational documents, and
