	Assessment of this learning objective was conducted using the final assignment in URBP 225. Students needed to achieve a B or better to meet the SLO. 94% met the criteria. The data was collected in Spring 2007. Review of assignment instructions and reinforcement of course principles helped the students achieve SLO 5.
