Exit survey indicated student perceptions that the program meets its stated outcomes.  However, program outcomes are changing as of Fall 2007 as a result of accreditation self-study; these data will be used to inform the methods of the new exit survey and retain the strengths of the program while addressing significantly reformulated program outcomes.
Preceptors survey was incorporated in larger project of restructuring fieldwork throughout the department.  Data collection and analysis are ongoing and will culminate after the CEPH Site Visit (May 14-15, 2007).

Extraordinary amount of work has been done for the CEPH Self-Study Final Report (submitted March 2007).  The summer and fall 2007 will be a time of extensive review of all that has transpired, the new directions required by new CEPH criteria, and the introduction of a parallel distance program.  We are immersed in data and will attempt to bring it back into the SJSU Assessment framework once the CEPH accreditation process is complete.

The biggest innovation was the introduction of the first semester of a nearly full cohort of graduation students doing community based projects (research and/or evaluation) for their culminating experience. All four MPH Core faculty members are supervising these projects – on overload – to get a feel for the experience, what the students need, how to best staff and support this ambitious undertaking.  Evaluation of our efforts – and the student achievements – will be part of our June Planning Retreat.

An unplanned assessment in Fall 06 (SOTEs, department curriculum review) revealed considerable frustration by both the instructor and students in HS 276 Community Organization around different expectations of class participation.  As a result, one of the Graduate Projects was an investigation by that faculty member and a graduating student, not in the class cohort from the previous semester, of the different perceptions in a diverse and multicultural class about speaking out, structures and procedures that promote open exchange, class facilitation, and professional skills and competencies.  The results will be available in summer 2007.
