	SLO #1 is: Students will be able to demonstrate the ability to synthesize information and communicate it clearly and concisely in a written manner utilizing appropriate APA style in the discipline of Kinesiology. Data was collected in the KIN 250 (Research Methods) course, as has been the case since the implementation of the SLO. The instructor designated to grade the final pre proposal papers in KIN 250 (Butryn for Spring 07) used the standard rubric to help grade papers according to content, organization, grammar, and style.  Further, using the standard of a “B or above” the faculty member determined the total percentage of students in the KIN 250 course that are deemed competent on SLO #1. For Spring 07, 16 out of 20 students achieved the standard (80%). Under content, the percentage of students meeting the criteria was also 80%. For organization, it was 75%, or 15 students, for grammar, it was also 75%, and for style, it was 85%. Thus, the percentages within the individual rubric categories generally reflected the overall assessment data for the SLO. Style was slightly higher because the main issue, APA, was pretty good across most papers, even papers with poorer content.

	Instructors in the team-taught KIN 251 course (one of the two core graduate courses in the department) used a standard rubric to evaluate students’ performance on the final class presentation.
