	1.  The faculty discussed a variety of issues related to these nine SLOs.  We found that there was a minor issue in connecting the term paper topic to the cognitive domain of development.  This lead us to a discussion of the importance of course coordinators examining the SLO assessment data with the specific instructors who taught in courses where the assessments were made.  We now plan to hold these discussions each time data are collected so that the instructors can identify and correct specific problems with the assessment assignment.  The coordinator will then bring the results of these discussions to the full group of tenure track faculty.
2.  We identified plagiarism as a particular problem in one section of a cours linked to BA SLO #4, and the coordinator is now implementing even more detailed discussions of plagiarism than previously used.

3.  We had a detailed discussion of how to assess/consider the work students who do not complete, fail, or plagiarize work for the signature assessments.  We modified our reporting scale to better understand the impact of these students’ work.

4.  The faculty found that there were very few changes required as a result of assessment data collection, so we decided to alter our plans such that we will collect assessment data every other year on the entire set of SLOs but we will continue to administer and evaluate our exit survey to students in the senior seminar.
