‘++’ The Civil & Environmental Engineering Department is developing the program planning and assessment of SLOs for their programs
‘**’ The B.S. program in Software Engineering is managed by the Computer Engineering (CMPE) department and Computer Science (CS) department that is on a six year cycle basis. It is managed for the first three years by the CMPE department and the next three years by the CS department.  CMPE managed the first three years since the inception of the program in 2004.  It is currently managed by the CS department.

Those departments that submitted their degree program assessment forms;
· One hundred percent of them have their mission statement, program goals and student learning objectives listed.
· Most of the engineering programs have presented an assessment planning schedule through at least Spring 2010. 
· One hundred percent of the learning objectives of these programs will have data collected and will be discussed at least once by Spring 2010. They will also plan to implement the changes required and needed in the future as reflected in their planning schedules. 
During Fall 2007, of the departments that submitted the reports, 100% of them collected data on some or all of their SLOs. About 64% of the programs discussed data and about 50% of the programs implemented the changes.
The Assessment Committee of the college meets every month to discuss how to streamline assessment processes and use technology-based assessment processes. The committee also discusses ways to refine direct assessment of the college programs. The committee organizes a once a year retreat and invites guest speakers to give information on assessment practices at other institutions and how the college can improve student learning. An assessment workshop is scheduled in April 2008 to enhance the college’s ability in refining direct assessment processes and facilitating technology-based assessment and streamlining assessment processes.
