	Data collected from three sections of Chin1A by Dr. Fu Tan and Grace Ge.  The assessment is based on four written tests, 1 final exam and written homework.  
In reviewing the learning outcome for Chin1A, the focus was on the textbook which the Chinese program adopted last semester.  It has been noted in a faculty meeting in Nov. 2007 that students reacted well to the better organized class materials.  This finding is in keeping with the results of 4 tests and the comprehensive final exam.  
It is agreed by all Chinese faculty members to continue using the Chinese Link series next year as the core text for Chin1A.

	Data collected by Dr. Tan from Chin102, discussed with Dr. Yao, and implemented in Chin102 by Dr. Tan.
In the process of C and D it was noted that when students approach Chinese culture, they tend to be more interested in the myth or superstitions than in history or philosophy.  This is reflected in the topics students chose for their oral presentations.  To reach a balance between reality and fancy, Dr. Tan puts more emphasis in lecture on the more down-to-earth aspects of Chinese culture.  This provides students a more concrete background in their interpretation of cultural phenomena.  Students are also instructed to consider the cultural significance in selection of presentation topics, rather than focusing on the ‘exotic’ or ‘grotesque’ behaviors, such as foot-binding.

	Data collected from 1 section of Chin140 by Yao.  Three short essays, one research paper, one oral presentation, one midterm, and one final exam.  The essays incorporate reading assignments with class discussion.  Students were able to compare systematically the ideas, values, or attitudes of people from various Chinese communities (mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, overseas Chinese community in New York),  Students’ ability to identify the historic context of cultural practices is tested in midterm and final exam, and is found satisfactory.

	This is the first time Chin111 is assessed.  No changes from previous semesters to be implemented.

	This is the first time Chin101B is assessed.  Chin101A was assessed in spring 2006, data analysis shows all students assessed met the learning objectives.  Chin101B, being a sequence of 101A, will continue using the same methodology.  The changes will be mainly in the higher levels students are expected to read and write in Chinese.
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
