	Fred Mathews, instructor of Danc 147 (Senior Portfolio), a capstone course for dance majors, evaluated a paper addressing contemporary trends in dance and related fields. Of the sixteen students in the class, 9 earned A to A-, 5 earned from B+ to B- and 2 earned from C+ to C-. The faculty agreed that this confirms the success of the program in this SLO. 
Indirect measurement entailed the following:

Graduating seniors responded anonymously to the following question on a scale of 1,  “not at all” to 4, “to a great degree”: 

“Do you feel capable of understanding contemporary thinking about dance and the related arts?”
Of the fourteen who responded, ten students noted “to a great degree” (4) and four students responded “to a good extent” (3).  The faculty feels this supports its assessment of the effectiveness of this SLO

	In this same course, Fred Mathews evaluated a paper addressing observations of work of an assigned choreographer. Of the sixteen students, 8 earned between an A and A- and 8 earned from B+ to B-. The faculty concurred that the program was succeeding strongly in this SLO. 
Indirect measurement entailed the following:

Fourteen graduating seniors responded anonymously to the following question on a scale of 1,  “not at all” to 4, “to a great degree”: 

“Has your education here provided you with the ability to describe your own work and to make educated observations about the works of others?” 

Ten students responded “to a great degree” (4) and four students responded “to a good extent” (3).  The faculty feels this also supports its assessment of the effectiveness of this SLO.
