	The SLO 1, Written Expression, was assessed through weekly graded short quizzes on literary movements of the XXth and XXI centuries, written questions on the main themes treated by authors selected for the class, two short papers: one on Marcel Proust and another on Michel Tournier (5 pages each) a midterm and a  final exam with essay questions. 75% of the students met the objective. (the toughest objective for students in the class)

The SLO 2, Reading Comprehension, students were assigned weekly reading of a total of 6 unabridged novels in French throughout the semester: Marcel Proust: Combray, André Gide: La symphonie pastorale, Albert Camus: La chute, Marguerite Duras: Moderato Cantabile, Michel Tournier: Vendredi ou les limbes du Pacifique, Amélie Nothomb: Métaphysique des tubes. The reading comprehension was assessed through weekly identification questions about the novels and the author. Reading comprehension, improved significantly during the semester. 100% of students met this objective.

The SLO 3, Oral Expression, was assessed through one oral presentation on an assigned topic (selected by Dr. van Hooff) dealing with French literature and art in the XXth and XXI century and in conjunction with lectures and discussions. In addition, students prepared and presented small oral presentations on different aspects of each novel studied in class. These short presentations (which improved the quality of our discussions) were part of the grade for participation in the class.80% of the students met this objective. 
The SLO 5, Literacy, was assessed by quizzes on readings to evaluate the students’ understanding of the main points or theses of the 6 novels. In addition, students were required to learn, understand and use literary criticism terminology, approaches and techniques in their analyses on quizzes, midterm, papers and final exam. 75% of the students met this objective.

The SLO 6, Cultural Analysis and Comparison, was assessed by weekly readings of French history text with graded written reading comprehension questions, supplemented with excerpts from authentic historical and literary texts stressing cultural analysis and comparison in FREN 102C (French and Francophone Culture: From the French Revolution to the present) taught by Dr. Jean-Luc Desalvo. Students were also assessed in three exams covering three primary areas: 19th Century, 20th Century and the Francophone world. 80% of students met the objective.
The SLO 6, Cultural Analysis & Comparison, was assessed throughout the semester through lectures and discussions in class geared to develop cultural awareness. Students learned to analyze and compare a wide variety of texts and authors, artists representing the main literary and artistic movements of XXth and XXI century.  Values, social and moral issues, aesthetics and important historical events were discussed in class. This was assessed through oral participation in class and weekly quizzes. 75% of the students met the objective.

The SLO 7, Literary and Cultural Texts and Traditions, was assessed by weekly readings of French history text with graded written reading comprehension questions on various literary and cultural aspects of French history and three exams on literary and cultural aspects from the French Revolution to the present in FREN 102C (French and Francophone Culture: From the French Revolution to the present) taught by Dr. Jean-Luc Desalvo. 80% of students met the objective.

The SLO 7, Literary and Cultural Texts and Traditions, was assessed in this literature survey course through tests and discussions in class based on weekly readings, PowerPoint presentations and lectures presented by Dr. van Hooff. We talked about political and social events (Belle Epoque, first and second WW, the raise of the feminist movement, the Algerian war, Les Trente Glorieuses, etc..) who had an important impact on French literature and the arts in the XXth and XXI centuries. For example: The novel La chute of Camus and the Algerian war.80% of students met the objective.
The SLO 8, Connections to Other Disciplines and Language Communities,  was assessed by one oral presentation on an assigned topic dealing with French or Francophone culture and civilization in conjunction with class lectures and discussions and a 7-10 page research paper typically based on oral presentation in FREN 102C (French and Francophone Culture: From the French Revolution to the present) taught by Dr. Jean-Luc Desalvo. 100% of students met the objective.

The SLO 8, Connections to Other Disciplines and Language Communities, was presented and discussed during the semester through the analysis of different French modern writers (XXth and XXI centuries) studied in class. Painting was associated with the study of Marcel Proust in Combray. Philosophy was an important element of the novels of Proust (Bergson) Camus (existentialism, absurd) Tournier (existentialism, psycho-analysis, Bachelard)—we talked about French film techniques (Nouvelle Vague) with Duras.—we discussed religious issues with Andre Gide. This objective was assessed through our weekly discussions, quizzes, papers, midterm and final exams. 80% of the students met the objective. 
The SLO 9, Technology, was assessed by requiring the use of various web resources, such as L’Encyclopédie universalis, by students to prepare their in-class oral presentations in FREN 102C (French and Francophone Culture: From the French Revolution to the present) taught by Dr. Jean-Luc Desalvo. Students were also encouraged to use software, such as the Microsoft WORD corrector, when handing in all written work. 90% of students met the objective.
