	SLO 1.c was assessed in French 280 (French Thinkers) taught by Jean-Luc Desalvo in a midterm, an oral presentation and a final exam in which students were required in all three assignments to incorporate critical theory and terminology. Out of 7 students, 80% of students earned a ‘B+’ or better and 20% of students earned an A.       

With regard to SLO 1.c, there is still a need for assessment of course objectives in order to create better articulation between specific course objectives, such as in French 280, and more thorough description of course approach and student outcome assessment tools. Linked to SLO 1.c, greater emphasis needs also to be placed on improving the students’ ability to process information for scholarly presentations and research papers.

	SLO 1.b. Linguistic/ Stylistic was assessed in French 210 (French & Technology) taught by Danielle Trudeau in oral presentations, 4 written tests and a final exam on information science terminology and discourse in French. 90% of the students met this objective with grade A in the objective part of the 4 tests and the exam. 70% met the objective in the essay part of the 4 tests. 90% meet the objective in oral presentations and exam with grade A.

	SLO 4 Research Tools was assessed in French 210 (French & Technology) taught by Danielle Trudeau in a term paper. 30% of the students met this objective with grade A or better, 70% with grade B or B+. 

The students easily find information on the Internet but do not always discriminate between good and bad information, and they tend to avoid rather than use scholarly research databases such as the MLA bibliography and FRANCIS. Use of JSTOR has increased, but so as that of Wikipedia at the same time. The students need more training in using scholarly materials (articles, databases, etc) to collect information and support their theses.
