Through comparisons and contrasts with the United States or countries of origin of the multicultural student body, students should have also gained a better understanding of their own culture and appreciate its relation and interaction with the German-speaking world throughout the ages.

     The student reports consisted of three parts: oral presentation in class, preparation of a handout with key information to all students, and a written report of researched findings.
