Narrative Summary (optional):
Introduction:

The Schools and Departments in CASA continue to make progress in assessing student learning. The philosophy articulated by Dr. Conry in the Fall 2006 report that assessment activities must be manageable and sustainable as well as meaningful has become the mantra for assessment in CASA.  In addition several departments and schools are making use of indirect measurements to help them think broadly about student learning in terms of both the customer (student) perspective and the potential employers' perspective. The customer (student) perspective provides measures of how students value their educational experience. Health Science, Library and Information Science, and Nutrition and Food Science conduct exit surveys of graduating students and also surveys of alumni.  Surveys of prospective employers measure satisfaction with graduates. Both Library and Information Science and Nutrition and Food Science regularly survey employers.

Some programs are delivering classes either totally online or in hybrid format (online plus some face-to-face) in an effort to relate to the digital natives-the generation that has grown up with the internet, instant messaging, text messaging, cell phones, Blackberries, multi-user domain games, virtual reality, and their own personal web sites.  These programs are dealing with the need to adjust assessment methodologies in order to ensure that student learning is successful in all delivery modes. 

Specifics

Health Sciences and Social Work continue to make impressive progress.  They actively use assessment data to revisit assignments and validate program goals and objectives. Social Work used the analysis of data gathered to obtain a grant to move forward with embedding transcultural models into all undergraduate and graduate courses.

Library and Information Science has moved to a comprehensive set of program SLOs. 

The Fall 2006 data analysis and faculty discussions confirmed the earlier decision to implement the major change of moving to program-wide SLOs expressed as core competencies. The faculty developed the comprehensive core competencies in conjunction with professional competencies established by relevant key professional associations. This change means that instead of assessment of program SLOs occurring in an early-stage core course the assessment of program SLOs will occur in the culminating course.

Hospitality Management has become more engaged in measuring and discussing student learning. The department has made some revisions to courses and developed grading rubrics

Kinesiology continues to be very active in assessment. Based on data gathered the faculty are revisiting one of their SLOs for their graduate program.

The Nursing faculty felt that they have satisfactory learning outcomes but are making changes in one area where less than 100% of students met a particular SLO.

Nutrition and Food Science gathers a lot of both direct and indirect data and analyzes it very carefully in order to identify knowledge deficits. 

Journalism and Mass Communication, Justice Studies, Occupational Therapy, and Recreation and Leisure Studies are all engaged in small incremental program evaluation based on data gathered.
