Assessment Summary

Undergraduate Programs:

From the data collected by the undergraduate programs, 37 among total of 64 Students Learning Objectives (SLO) assessment data were collected. The average number of SLOs per program is 9.
For Direct Measurements (Performance Data), 25 SLOs were collected and measured. For Indirect Measurement Data, 35 were collected and measured.  

In the Fall 2006, 32 SLOs were analyzed. 16 of them were planned for implementation in the Spring 2007 and/or Fall 2007, and 8 of them were implemented. The rest of them are unchanged.
For Fall 2007, the undergraduate programs will continue with their data collection and their data analysis. 24 SLOs are planned for Direct Measurement and 39 SLOs for Indirect Measurement

Across the engineering undergraduate programs, the assessment process is improving evidence by the data collection, SLO analysis, and SLO improvement and implementation. Also findings were generally positive evidenced by the students’ favorable performance in their coursework and surveys, and other constituencies’ favorable inputs.

Graduate Programs:

From the data collected by the graduate programs, 23 among total of 36 Students Learning Objectives (SLO) assessment data were collected. The average number of SLOs per program is 5.

For Direct Measurements (Performance Data), 22 SLOs were collected and measured. For Indirect Measurement Data, 21 were collected and measured.  

In the Fall 2006, 16 SLOs were analyzed. 9 of them were planned for implementation in the Spring 2007 and/or Fall 2007, and 7 of them were implemented.

For Fall 2007, the graduate programs will continue with their data collection and their data analysis. 30 SLOs are planned for Direct Measurement and 25 SLOs for Indirect Measurement
