4. Fall 2006 Findings/Analysis:  Describe the findings that emerged from analysis of data collected in F06.  Be specific. For Example: less than 50% of students met criteria for teamwork outcome. OR Employers indicated students have sufficient teamwork skills, no change needed.
	Finding SLO 1 BA
	About 23% of the students earned a D or an F on the signature assignment.  There was a discussion about the general difficulty of the assignment relative to those of other SLO signature assignments.  We decided to work on equalizing assignment difficulty across SLOs.

	Finding SLO BA 2
	About 16.5% of the students earned a D or an F on the signature assignment.  As with the signature assignment for SLO 1 BA, this one was discussed with regard to modification of a focus on elements of the assignment that pertain only to the SLO.

	Finding SLO BA 7
	About 12.5% of the students earned a D or an F on the signature assignment.  This rubric will be revised to reflect a more precise focus on the SLO.

	Finding SLO BA 8
	100% of the students earned a C, B, or A on the signature assignment.  This SLO examines, in part, contact with children yet in the graduation/exit survey students indicate that they do not have significant contact with children.  Both of the courses upon which SLO BA 8 is based require approximately eight/hours per week of interactions with children in educational settings.  Faculty agreed to try to re-shape student impressions on child contact.

	Finding SLO MA 3
	100% of the students earned a B or A on the signature assignment.  Students were achieving this outcome.

	Finding SLO MA 6
	31% of the students earned a C on the signature assignment.  Different parts of one assignment were used to assess two SLOs.  To address this problem and more precisely focus on the content of  SLO 6, we have decided to shift this SLO assessment to ChAD 260B.

	Finding SLO MA 7
	100% of the students earned a C, B, or A on the signature assignment.  We are examining whether we should include additional measures to capture the extent to which students achieve SLO MA 7.

	Finding SLO MA 9
	100% of the students earned a C, B, or A on the signature assignment.  

	Overall
	We noticed that there was sometimes a fair amount of variability between sections, sometimes the differences were quite substantial.  To examine this general outcome, we have decided that all outcome reporting within an SLO will be summarized both by section and aggregated across sections.
