Fall 2006 Performance Data: Describe the direct assessment (performance) data that were collected in fall 2006 (‘C’ in F06 column of Table 2), how much and by whom. 	Data collected, how much, by whom**

	1
	Fred Mathews has faculty evaluation results of the capstone performance requirement for all graduating dance majors, a class of 8.  A total of 6 students received A or A-, 1 received a B- and 1 received a C+. Hence 75% met the LO at a high level, 12% at above average level and 12% at average level.

	2
	Instructor Janie Scott has assessed a section of the final project, from Danc 75 (Rhythmic Fundamentals) which includes the composition, rehearsal and conducting of a percussion piece.  This project addresses both aural and visual perceptions.  Out of a class of 29 students, 22 of are dance majors. The remaining 7 students are minors in dance. A total of 28 students received an A and 1 student received a B. Hence 95% met the LO at a high level and 5% at an above average level.

	3
	Gary Masters who taught Danc 141B (Ballet III – 19 dance majors)) and Jill Yager who taught Danc 142B (Jazz III – 30 dance majors) have assessed a comprehensive technique examination given at mid-term in each course. Of the 19 majors enrolled in Ballet III, 11 received A or A-, 3 received a B+, 4 received a B- and 1 received a C+. Hence 58% have met the LO on a high level, 37% at an above average level and 5% at an average level.  Of the 30 majors in Jazz III, 12 received A or A-, 9 received a B+, 4 received B or B-, 2 received C or C+ and 2 received a D+.  Hence 40% met the LO at a high level, 43% at an above average level, 10% at an average level and 7% at a poor level. These are the most advanced level classes in Ballet and Jazz. There were 12 dance majors enrolled in both courses.  Of these 12, 5 students averaged from A to A- (42%), 6 ranged from B+ to B- (50%) and 1 student received a C (8%).

	Gary Masters provided documentation that the 13 students in Danc 112, 12 of whom are dance majors, were singled out for excellence in performance in a contemporary dance work by nationally recognized adjudicators at the Southwestern States American College Dance Festival, hosted by San Francisco State University in January, 2007.  Approximately 50 institutions were in attendance and the two works from San Jose Sate were selected from a field of 47 pieces of choreography

	Finding 1 (SLO 1)
	Faculty agreed that there is  a very high rate of success in public performance in the capstone experience and that no changes were necessary. No change needed.

	Finding 1 (SLO 2)
	The strong percentage of success of students in the aural and visual section of the final project indicate that this LO is being addressed successfully. No change needed.

	Finding 1 (SLO 3)
	The outcomes of examinations measuring proficiency in dance technique indicate that a very high percentage of students in both the modern and jazz areas are succeeding . No change needed.

	Finding 2 (SLO 1 and 3)
	The advanced performing company of the Dance Program was singled out  by adjudicators of national distinction in a large regional festival of dance. This is concrete evidence that these LO’s are being met on an exceedingly high level.
