Grades were collected for a mid-term in Danc 144A, the first of two semesters of Dance History. Out of a class of 28 dance majors there were 8 A’s, 13 B’s 6 C’s and 1 D, the result being that 75% of the class achieved higher than a “C”. The instructor of this course initiated a system of granting credit for notes taken by the students that were submitted to him and subsequently returned to the student. He observed that the classroom participation of students displayed a keener interest in the material and that they exhibited a broader range of knowledge which in turn was reflected in exams. 

Indirect measure was gleaned from an anonymous questionnaire completed by graduating seniors in spring 2007. In response to the question "Have you become familiar with the historical and cultural dimension of dance?”, eight out of fourteen students responded “to a great degree””, while five responded “to a good extent” and one responded ”adequately so”. This supports faculty opinion of effectiveness in this area.
