[Fall, 2007] The final exam of six Comparative Religious Studies students in the class were collected and filed for analysis.  See rubric in the next page for analysis of the data.


[Spring, 2008] The final exam essay for this class manifests a high degree of sophistication in the students’ grasp of the complexity of the act of studying religious traditions, including the traditions of art history, feminism, secularism, atheism and so on.  The twelve short essay questions of the final exam, ten of which the students were required to answer, demonstrate a high level of engagement with the material and a clear commitment to the academic study of religion. Comparative Religious Studies is consciously interdisciplinary, and the five CRSP students are clearly aware of the variety of disciplinary approaches. The department finds that the students have achieved a deep awareness of the interdisciplinarity of comparative religious studies as well as the variety of disciplinary approaches characteristic of exemplary scholarship in the field.
