2.1 Data Collection:
[Spring /2008] – For this assessment cycle, how were the data collected and what were the results? 

AFAM 2B:  This semester, we showed students St. Louis Blues, a classic film that portrays filmmaker’s assessment of African American life, twice. Prior to the first showing, we discussed the importance of this first film that depicted African Americans as the subjects and major actors. Students were prompted to look for gender and class dynamics, themes of exploitation and dominance, as well as messages (overt and subliminal) that the producers conveyed about people color.  After the first viewing, students were allowed to make comments about what they viewed.  We then showed the film a second time, assigned students into groups of four with a specific question about the film. After the second viewing, students worked in small groups, discussed their observations, and reported their findings to the class.

Results:  This year, student oral reports were more analytic and articulate. Class discussion was more lively.

2.2 What have you learn about this Student Learning Outcome?

The more instructors emphasize race, gender, and class dynamics in lectures, the more students are able to identify and understand these concepts when viewing them in films, photographs, and readings. It is rewarding to see students engage more analytically in the core concepts of course material.
