Data Collected, Insights Gained, & Planned Changes 

As the schedule on the previous page explains we are planning to link our assessment activities to our program review schedule.  Our hope was that the program review would be completed last year so that we could begin this process during the current school year.  Although the program review is on-going (we are waiting for the College to complete the final steps in the process), the department has continued the assessment process that we established after our Spring 2007 retreat.

We are collecting data on all SLOs annually (through reviews of student work in each of the core classes: 4 classes in the fall and 2 classes in the spring).  The faculty teaching the core courses write a report at the end of each semester, explaining how well students met a specific SLO (based on the review of an assignment intended to reflect student competency in that SLO).  These reports are then discussed at an annual retreat, where we fine-tune the assessment and make changes in the curriculum.  [A copy of the courses and assignments used for the assessment is attached and the faculty reports are available upon request.]

In 2007-2008, we found that the majority of our students exceeded each of the SLO’s, while almost every other student met the SLOs.  Those students who did not meet SLOs failed to do so because they did not complete a given course.  We have been having monthly discussions about how we can best address this issue and help students successfully complete coursework and achieve the SLOs.

Because we were in program review and also hiring a new graduate faculty member, we did not make any significant changes in the curriculum last year.  We are now planning our Spring 2009 semester retreat and will begin discussions about curricular and assessment changes.  Since we have another new graduate faculty member joining us next Fall, we expect that these discussions will continue next year, to be implemented the following year, and assessed before the next program review.
