	Students in JS 170 (Internship in Justice Studies) were measured by scores on items B.4-7 on the "Justice Studies Intern Performance Evaluation Form" which is completed by the internship placement supervisor.  An average score of 3 or better on the 4 point rating scale on the items indicated that the learning objective was met. All JS 170 Performance Evaluation Data was collected by Professor Lucas from the JS 170 instructors.  In Fall 2007, 96 students were enrolled in JS 170, and 91% (87 students) met SLO 2-1, indicating that the vast majority of our students continue to be highly successful in demonstrating communication competence in a real-world justice-related setting.  No changes are planned based on these results; however, we continue to expand our internship placements to offer students a wider variety of experience, particularly in the area of social justice.

	Students in JS 170 (Internship in Justice Studies) were measured by scores on items D.1-3 on the "Justice Studies Intern Performance Evaluation Form" which is completed by the internship placement supervisor. An average score of 3 or better on the 4 point rating scale on the items indicated that the learning objective was met. All JS 170 Performance Evaluation Data was collected by Professor Lucas from the JS 170 instructors and she assessed the percentage of students who successfully met the objective.  In Fall 2007, 96 students were enrolled in JS 170, and 87.5% (84 students) met SLO 2-2, again indicating that a very large majority of our students continue to be highly successful in integrating theory and practice in a real-world justice-related setting.  No changes are planned based on these results; however, we continue to expand our internship placements to offer students a wider variety of experience, particularly in the area of social justice.

	Students in JS 202 were assessed by a section of a mid-term exam that requires students to critically evaluate the research methodology of a published article. A grade of B or better on this assessment indicated success.  Professor Mark Correia, who taught the class, compiled the data and provided a summary for Professor Lucas.  In Fall 2007, 10 students were enrolled in JS 202 and 90% (9 students) met SLO 1-1.  No changes are planned based on these results.

	Students in JS 202 were evaluated by a series of completed SPSS homework assignments. An averaged grade of B or better on these assignments indicated success. Professor Mark Correia, who taught the class, compiled the data and provided a summary for Professor Lucas.  In Fall 2007, 10 students were enrolled in JS 202 and 90% (9 students) met SLO 1-2.  No changes are planned based on these results.
