Results:  
· NuFS 111L Menu Project.  Each group is responsible for planning, producing, writing up a quantity food menu. Grading of five groups:  60% earned a B grade and 40% earned an A grade.
· NuFS 113- The Budget Project was completed by all students enrolled in NuFS 113 Foodservice Systems Management (48). The Budget Project was worth 20 points total and the scores ranged from 18 to 20.The mean score was 19.5/20. The 3 budgets involved in the assignment included restaurant, hospital and school foodservice budgets. All of the students demonstrated that they understood the majority of the concepts in budgeting in the 3 areas.  The lowest scores were in school foodservice since the material is more complicated due to the free, reduced price and regular priced meals relating to state and federal reimbursements.

Results were, for students that completed the assignment,  92% scored a C or better. 28% scored a C.
