	Use of digital camera, capture and composition, digital printing techniques and a beginning understanding of lighting and color are introduced in our Photo 40 (Beginning Photo) course, and continued in Photo 112 (Color) and Photo 115 (Digital). Traditional silver processes begin in Photo 110 (Intermediate) and continue in Photo 114 (Advanced). Studio lighting is taught through our lighting course (Phot 121) continues with Product Photography (Phot 122) and Photo Illustration (Photo 123). Alternative, non-silver processes (Photo 113) are also covered. The first exhibition experience is obtained in the Image and Idea class (Photo 120), which all students attend midway through the curriculum. In each of these courses, assessment is conducted by individual instructors through critiques, exams and review of individual assignments. 

	
	
	Image based critiques occur in all classes. Photo 197, capstone course requires a professional portfolio, hard copy and web based portfolio. Student’s work must meet professional standards.  Assessment made by all instructors.



	
	
	Several meetings were held during Sp 08 to discuss implementation of new, fully digital core curriculum. Meetings included full -time faculty and staff, voluntary participation of part-time faculty, as well as input from the Director and area coordinators in related programs in the School of Art and Design.
