[SEMESTER/YEAR] – For this assessment cycle, how were the data collected and what were the results? 
 (sp08) Professor Bacich assessed this SLO by embedding a question in his final exam [120B] asking students to compare two works read in the course by commenting on the themes and stylistic elements. Of the 15 majors in the class, 8 were able to fully achieve this outcome to a commendable level, 5 achieved it to an acceptable level, and two did not achieve the outcome to the desired degree. At least one of those who did not achieve the SLO had not taken SPAN 115 (Introduction to Literary Studies in Spanish), and Professor Bacich believes that the SPAN 115 class could have made a difference.

(Sp 07) [SPAN 102B] – Instructor Fountain was scheduled to assess this SLO using the term paper. When Professor Zulaica Gómez replaced Prof. Fountain for the spring 102B classes she (Zulaica Gómez) used the same data collection plan. In her assessment of student success in the research paper (writing, bibliography etc.) Professor Zulaica Gómez found that all 6 of the 6 Spanish majors in the 102B classes achieved the SLO.  One student of the six majors was less successful in the research components of the second essay.  [Note: Many students who are not majors in Spanish take the 102B sections offered in Spanish, however there were only 6 majors in the two sections.]

10.1 Data Collection:
 (Sp 07) Professor Sempere assessed this SLO using the final exam and found that 10 out of 14 majors were able to completely meet SLO # 10. A more discrete analysis follows.

According to Prof. Sempere:  “Out 14 B.A. majors, 10 achieved all the goals for the objectives while 4 did not reach the desirable level in two areas of analysis. 

Whereas for the semantic component the objectives were achieved by all the students (the minimum score was set at 70 points), the morphological and syntactic components presented serious challenges for a few students. Some of the difficulties had to do with word segmentation in morphology and sentence transformations from underlying structures in syntax. More time will be needed to work on those problematic areas.”
