Data collected spring 2009
Data was collected in the course SPAN 202 (Andean Culture) through oral/written presentations of students regarding the course text (The Royal Commentaries of the Incas) and scholarly articles and essays dealing with the topics of culture, society, history, politics, religion, and economics in the creation of texts in the Andean world (MA SLO #3). Students were also asked to comment on these topics through an essay question on their midterm which summed up these issues.  With negligible exceptions the students achieved this SLO successfully.

[Spring 2009]  We will investigate the logistics of requiring a writing sample for students applying for the Spanish MA. If resources are available, we will consider offering a graduate course with an intensive focus on writing and presenting in a scholarly mode.  

Results of Actions:
