	SLO # 3 Ability to appreciate literary texts of the Spanish-speaking world (Spain, Spanish America and the Hispanic U.S.) and the traditions that produced them. 


Evidence for Need:
For this assessment cycle, how were the data collected and what were the results? 
[SPRING 2009] – Data was collected in spring 2009 in the SPAN 140B class (Spanish American Literature) through record keeping about class discussions of literary texts and the traditions that produced them. These discussions covered poetry, essays and stories from many traditions:  Cuba, Central America, Colombia, Chile, Mexico, Peru and Argentina. Essentially all students including the majors were successful for this SLO. 
Students in the Spanish program typically represent many of the traditions that produce the literature we study. Their perspectives in the discussions are helpful in ensuring that all students are able to appreciate the texts studied in this class. 
Actions Taken:

[SPRING 2009] No action seems necessary at this time.

	SLO # 6 Ability to develop and carry out research projects in Spanish, including term papers and bibliographical research.


Evidence for Need
– For this assessment cycle, how were the data collected and what were the results? 

[FALL 2008] Data was collected fall 2008 in SPAN 102B (Spanish American Culture and Civilization), an SJSU Studies course that requires bibliographical research and a term paper written in Spanish. Of the 13 majors taking this course in fall 2008, only 10 were successful to the degree desired (successful or very successful), two were only moderately successful and one did not complete the assignment.
In the December 19, 2008 discussion of results, the Spanish section resolved to: 1) Seek ways to limit class size especially for classes with compositions so that students can receive continuing feedback and assistance; and  2) In SPAN 102B to continue the library research sessions and prepare a cover sheet with detailed instructions about the term paper for SPAN 102B.  This cover sheet was used in spring 2009.
Actions Taken:

[SPRING 2009] – Based on the discussion in part II., what actions will the department take to improve student learning, e.g., program changes, changes in pedagogy, process changes, resources requests, etc?
In spring 2009 a cover sheet was used for the SPAN 102B term paper. This sheet indicated in detailed fashion how the paper would be graded and stated that the corrected outline and the corrected annotated bibliography were required as attachments to the term paper. This was designed to emphasize to students that term paper research is a step-by-step process and that each step is important. This form will be revised and used in fall 2009.

Results of Actions

[SEMESTER/YEAR] – What does assessment of student learning show after implementation of any action items? What, if anything, is planned next?
For spring 2009 the sample of students in Spanish was small. Of the 5 students assessed for SLO # 6, three were successful and two were only moderately successful.

We will continue to track this SLO.
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
